READING CULTURE AND READING LITERACY:
ISIT POSSIBLE TO HAVE ONE WITHOUT THE OTHER?

Theses of the plenary session

«We have time, up to about 1012 years of a child's life, to form a reading culture, to show that you can read
everywhere, that reading is cool and convenient».

Below are the main points and recommendations on the issue that plays a huge role in the development of
the younger generation — how to encourage children and teenagers to read — made by Lidiya Veremchuk,
Iryna Fingerova, Malgorzata Schwendrowska,Vasyl Makhno and Maria Deskur, moderated by Kateryna
Molodyk.

1) Recommendations for further reading:
«Emotional Intelligence in Children» by John Gottman;
«The big book of rabbit stories» by Yuri Genevieve;
«Lullabies»;
«The Ladder» by levheniia Kuznietsova;
«One hundred years of solitude» by Gabriel Garcia Marquez;
texts by Raymond Carver.

2) Reading literacy means the ability to understand a text, while reading culture involves deep analysis and
perception of what is read, developing the ability to see the world not only with the eyes but also with the
heart. Reading culture is formed through the ability to read and reading itself, and the system of values and
perception of literature is also important. Reading culture is the result of dialogic reading and discussion of
what is read, which is why it is necessary to analyse and distinguish interesting books from boring ones in
order to form a «reading culture» as a component of reading literacy.

3) To improve pupil's reading culture, it is important that after reading a book they can freely share their
impressions, thoughts and emotions with others, promoting active discussion of the book. Malgorzata
Szwendrowska emphasises the need to express even negative impressions after reading, stressing the
importance of teachers' understanding and encouraging further development of reading skills. Vasyl
Makhno believes that in order to improve reading literacy, it is important for schools and NGOs to actively
participate in discussions between writers and readers, as well as to encourage the desire to read and
facilitate the exchange of opinions. Maria Descourt emphasises the importance of fostering an interest in
reading at an early age through active commmunication with adults and creating an atmosphere of play that
will foster the desire to read.

It is important to have patience and understanding that there may be different stages in the development of
children's and adolescents' reading skills: periods of intensive reading and moments when the child shows
much less interest in books.

Summing up the above, Kateryna Molodyk and Iryna Fingerova noted that reading culture and reading
literacy are impossible without each other. Reading culture is a set of knowledge, skills, abilities, needs,
motives, values related to reading, as well as a favourable environment for reading development. Reading
literacy is the ability to understand what you read, use information from texts, analyse and evaluate it.
Without a reading culture that fosters a sustained interest in reading, reading literacy cannot develop fully.
And without reading literacy, which enables deep and meaningful comprehension of texts, reading culture
loses its value.

Thus, reading culture and reading literacy are two sides of the same coin, which are inextricably linked.
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«LITERATURE FOR MODERN TEENAGERS: FANTASY»

It is worth starting with the fact that reading is a job that answers many questions and shapes the personali-
ty of children and teenagers. That is why joint efforts of adults, parents, and schools are important.

Below | will give you my 10 suggestions for encouraging teenagers to read.

1. Create a favourable environment: provide access to books at home and in the library, give books as gifts,
discuss what you read with your child, read together and join reading clubs!

2. Choose books that are appropriate for the age and interests of the child. Allow your child to choose books
on their own, and if you do, pay attention to the genre, subject matter and complexity of the language. Offer
your child a variety of books: adventure, fiction, detective stories, romance novels, psychological thrillers

3. Use a trick: arrange reading marathons, create virtual reading communities, invite writers to meet with
teenagers, use book blogs and videos.

4. Keep in mind gender peculiarities: girls, according to subjective observations, are more often interested in
topics of love, friendship, secrets, while boys prefer adventure, research, and mischievous stories.

5. Be careful with the topic of love: teenagers are vulnerable and emotionally reactive to this topic, so it is
important to choose books that will not harm the child's psyche.

6. Don't impose your preferences and don't force them to read something they don't like: not all children, for
example, perceive classical literature.

7. Support and encourage: praise for the books read, discuss plots and characters, help to find literature that
will interest them.

8. Communicate with your child: talk about your reading experience, share your impressions of what you
have read, listen to your thoughts and feelings.

9. Pay attention to modern Ukrainian authors: they write about Ukrainian reality, their works shape national
consciousness, so it is likely that such literature will be interesting and relevant especially for teenagers.

10. Don't be afraid to experiment: try different genres and formats, encourage your child's creativity, let them
write their own stories!

Also | recommend searching and reading this books and authors:

«Toreadors from Vasiukivka» (by Vsevolod Nestaiko);
books by Andrii Kokotiukha, Iren Rozdobud ko and lurii Vynnychuk.

Reading is the key to knowledge, self-development and a better life. It develops reading skills, enriches
vocabulary, shapes worldview, helps to better understand oneself and the world, develops empathy and
critical thinking, and broadens horizons. Through books, teenagers can learn about the world, find
themselves, form their values and become individuals.

TECHNOLOGIES OF (UN)READING OF PROPHETIC WRITING

«Great Poet», « Prophet», «Genius of the Ukrainian nation», « Forerunner of the future», «<Our luminary» —
these are the names of Taras Shevchenko is often called, and all these names can already discourage
schoolchildren from studying his work. This creates the image of a monument to Kobzar who never grew
up, never rejoiced, never laughed, but immediately became a «Prophet» in a coat and hat.

However, this is far from the case. To rekindle kid's interest in the figure of Taras Shevchenko, it is worth
showing him in different ways and breaking the stereotypical image of the Shevchenko monument. Here is
a selection of ideas for a modern lesson about the writer, after which children will take a fresh look at him.

You should make more use of trending videos from social media in your lessons. Kids are very positive
about them, and the videos themselves break the stereotypes of perceiving Shevchenko as a monument.

Projects are another effective method of studying Shevchenko. | recommend that from primary school
onwards, children should not just be introduced to Shevchenko's life and work, but also engage in research.
For example, to find out about the phenomenon of kobzarism in Ukraine, to try to find similar things in other
nations etc.

Also, in primary school, you can play with LEGO and create your favourite episode from the novel.

| recommend watching the modern cartoon «How Taras Shevchenko became a star» from the «Book
Travel» series. After watching the film, to add interactivity, it is worth playing online team games with your
children (such as Kahoot and Quizlet).

It is also important to draw parallels with the present. You can show paintings from the exhibition «Quantum
Shevchenko» by Oleksandr Grekhov. This will make it possible to understand how different Taras Shevchen-
ko can be. You can show a video of Serhiy Nigoyan reading his poem «The Caucasus» on the Maidan
Nezalezhnosti (Independence Square) in Kyiv during the Revolution of Dignity. The writer's words about the
Russian army in his poems «Katerina» and «<Dream» proved to be prophetic. You can hold a poetry recitation
contest and create projects: an exhibition of your paintings about Shevchenko or based on his works;
postcards; comics; podcasts; video poetry; performances, etc.

In high school, pupils should also be involved in scientific work. For example, in the system of the National
Academy of Sciences, you can study Shevchenko's work from different angles.

For an interesting lesson, you can also offer to watch films about Shevchenko and TV series based on his
work; students can find memes about the writer and create their own, follow the modern «Sheva» on
Instagram, listen to musical interpretations of the artist's works, hold performances, scientific conferences,
attend exhibitions; read comics, listen to podcasts; study artistic heritage, diary, prose etc.

I advise you to communicate with ShevchenkoBot: you can ask the virtual writer any questions, and he will
answer you with jokes, quotes from the works, etc.; encrypt poems in the language of emojis; create a joint
online board game based on the works etc.

In order to form a holistic vision of Shevchenko, it is necessary to change the approach to teaching his
biography and works at school and not to make him an idol. When telling the biography of the artist, | do not
shy away from facts from his private life. | don't start his life story with the fact that he suffered and was
tormented. Even from the fact that he was an orphan, we can conclude: an orphan, but what an independent
character!
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Other interesting facts about the writer help us to look at him not as an idol, but as a simple man: Shevchen-
ko liked spring, as well as fish and fishing; he was not a gourmet, but he loved to eat. Taras Shevchenko's
favourite dishes were borshch with dried crucian carp, buckwheat dumplings and dumplings, dumplings,
veal, lamb, lard, homemade sausage; he was especially good at fish dishes and loved coffee. He liked
Viennese coffee the most; he highly appreciated lunch with like-minded friends, good company with a
pleasant conversation; he liked to treat himself to sweets (especially children) — sweets, chocolate, lollipops,
cakes, cookies, bagels, nuts, apples. When he was young, he was a bohemian man: one day he had a lot, the
next day he had nothing. No matter how trite it sounds, at school you should try to show not only the
«bronzed» Shevchenko, but a living man who did not shy away from fun, was fond of and made mistakes,
but remained brilliant. | advise you to connect each work with the present. Sometimes the question «How do
you think this would happen today?» can work real miracles.

In this way, classical literature raises universal questions and reveals typical plots that are inherent in any
time, and therefore can be easily integrated into the scenery of the present. Invite students to imagine a
popular blogger, social media star, or computer genius as the protagonist of Shevchenko's works and think
about how they would behave during the events described in the work. | also urge everyone to read Kobzar
every day and listen to the litcasts from the «Learn with your ears» project.
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FAMILY AS A FACTOR OF THE FORMATION OF A READER

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According to the Reading Development Strategy for 2021-2025, the perception of reading in childhood has
a decisive influence on the frequency of reading in adulthood [1]. This fact illustrates the well-known truth
about the family as a center in which the foundations of the personality are formed, its positive and negative
habits, abilities and skills are laid. We can safely say that up to the age of 6, the most powerful influence on
a child is the parents and the closest family circle. This applies to reading traditions in particular: according
to recent studies, only 23% of non-readers claim that their parents taught them to read and they liked it, while
70% of daily readers say so [1]. These statistics are convincing: although anyone can become an active
reader, children who grow up in reading families have a greater chance of doing so.

Family reading remains on the periphery of research interest, despite the fact that this phenomenon plays
an important (if not decisive) role in the formation of a child's attitude to books and the reading process in
general. Among the few works in which due attention is paid to family reading, one of the most important is
a small essay by the French writer and teacher Daniel Pennac «Reads Like a novel» («Comme un roman,
1992). This is the text that should be read by all parents interested in their children growing up to be book
lovers. In it, the author considers the phenomenon of family reading as an amazing moment of unity of the
«inseparable Trinity» — the child, the book (text by A.K. Dymovska) and parents who read the story aloud [3,
p. 42, an act of communication through joint «<communion by the word», which returns to «the only paradise
that is worth something — closeness» [3, p. 29]. D. Pennac emphasizes that all children love to listen to
stories from books from preschool years. If in the future someone loses this interest, it is primarily due to the
parents” early rejection of the evening fairy tale tradition, the false belief that a child who learned the skill of
mechanical reading by syllables at school no longer needs parental reading aloud. D. Pennac’s main advice
in this situation is to read together until the child himself refuses the parent’'s company in this matter. Of
course, this requires some effort from parents, but the ultimate goal is extremely noble and ambitious: a little
avid reader and book lover for life. There are no easy ways here: you either want your children to love books
and do whatever it takes to make it happen, or you don't.

In our opinion, an excellent book by the editors of «The New York Times Book Review», experienced mothers
Pamela Paul and Maria Russo, «How to Raise a Reader», 2019; published by the publishing house «ArtHuss»
in Ukraine in 2020 is a milestone among auxiliary lectures for parents. Like D. Pennac, P Paul and M. Russo
emphasize the role of parents in shaping young readers: «Having entered reading life of your child, purpose-
fully raising a reader in him, you help him become the master of his own destiny» [2, p. 10]. Paying less
attention to the psychological and receptive aspects of the formation of reading skills in children, the authors
instead offer a real guide to classic and modern children’s literature, structured by age categories from
infants to teenage readers. It is important to note separately the appendix with which the Ukrainian edition
was supplemented: it contains book recommmendations for Ukrainian readers from «BaraBuka» portal, offers
up-to-date translations of books written about by P. Paul and M. Russo, and in their absence, equivalent texts
by other authors are given. The appendix is especially helpful in view of the desire of most modern parents
to raise their children in a Ukrainian-speaking environment, including reading environment.

We are extremely impressed by the statement of the authors of the bestseller «<How to raise a reader»:
«School is a place where children are taught that they have to read, and home is a place where children learn
to read because they want to. It is at home that they learn to love reading. <...> Parental component of
encouraging reading is in many ways more interesting, joyful and open than the school one, built around the
study of the alphabet, grades and achievement scale» [2, p. 10]. American specialists in children’s literature
consider reading in the context of other pleasant childhood memories: «...reading, a child feels the comfort
and attractiveness of a private world, the joy of complete immersion in a task, the bliss of stopped time»
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[2, p. 9]. Taking into account the concepts of D. Pennac, P Paul and M. Russo, we conclude that the possibili-
ty of a child acquiring an early successful reading experience increases significantly with the participation
and support of parents.

Therefore, family (parents and the closest family circle) remains one of the most important factors in the
formation of a young reader. Its role should not be reduced during the period of schooling: ideally, we should
strive to ensure that the discussion of read books, along with other hobbies and interests, is a popular topic
of family conversations and family meetings, a factor of unity and psycho —emotional closeness of parents
and children, a permanent form of leisure and family tradition.
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ASTRATEGY FOR MOTIVATING THROUGH DETAIL
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Today's children and teenagers are surrounded by a huge flow of information. Their attention is more
captivated by visual images and dynamic content formats, so the ability to concentrate on a text for a long
time is becoming less and less common. Low motivation to read can be caused by a lack of interest in the
proposed works, complexity and incomprehensibility of the text, unformed skills of reading and analysing
information, and negative reading experiences in the previous years.

So how can we encourage children and adolescents to read?
1) Planning reading activities based on their needs and interests:
choosing topics that are relevant to the younger generation;
select the books that are appropriate for their age and reading experience.
2) Offering a variety of genres and styles, taking into account individual preferences.
3) The initial stage of work with a work should include:
creating an interesting intrigue and motivation to read;
using a variety of methods to present the book;
encouraging discussion and predicting the development of the plot.
4) Work with the text should be based on:
using interactive reading methods;
applying creative tasks and practices;
focusing on details and in-depth analysis of the text.
5) Motivating and stimulating in an interactive way:
creating a «Yearbook» — a reading planner for the semester, holidays, month;
using an Advent calendar with interesting tasks;
encouraging kids to create their own works and posts on social media.
6) Developing soft skills:
text analysis and interpretation;
critical thinking and argumentation;
empathy and understanding of human emotions;
creativity and self —expression.

7) Using modern tools: podcasting, audiobooks, video clips and film adaptations of works, online commu-
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nities.
To summarise, reading is not just a school assignment, but a key to self —development and knowledge of
the world.

Remember: reading should be enjoyable, not forced! It is important to praise and stimulate the reading
activity of kids and teenagers, create an atmosphere of comfort and love for books, and be an inspirational
example for your children.

Reading is a journey that opens up new worlds and gives unforgettable impressions.
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Reading is not only fun, but also a key tool in the personal development of every child and teenager. Develo-
ping reading skills is achieved not only through encouragement, but also through interest and planning.

The first step in encouraging a child or adolescent to read is to identify his or her interests. Does he or she
like science fiction or adventure, detective stories or romance? Once you know their preferences, you can
choose books that will interest them.

Then you can try to set goals: a certain number of books read in a certain amount of time or getting to know
the works of certain authors or genres.

After that, you should turn to a variety of methods and tools, to make reading a fun and rewarding activity.
For example:

ukrainian comics and their film adaptations. Thus, the graphic novel about Maksym Osa, an incredible
cossack character, is a great material that can interest children and teenagers;

creating tasks for reflection. Asking questions about the characters, the image of the enemy, etc. will allow
children and teenagers to dive deeper into the world of the book. This will also help develop analytical and
critical skills.

Modern methods of teaching reading are not limited to hard knowledge, but also focus on the development
of soft skills. Communication, teamwork, critical thinking, analytical skills, imagination, empathy, communi-
cation skills, complex problem solving, and leadership are becoming equally important in the educational
process. How to promote this? Connect reading with other subjects, encourage children to be creative (e.g.,
a field trip), use a variety of methods and techniques for working with text (e.g., reflection).Children can
develop these skills through reading, and methodological tools (e.g., impression cards) help with this.

What else can you invent?
1) Create a cosy place for reading. It can be a corner in the room with a soft chair, blanket and good lighting.

2) Have a family reading night: everyone in the family chooses a book they like and reads it for an hour.
Afterwards, you can discuss what you have read and share your impressions.

3) Visit a library or bookstore. This is a great opportunity to get acquainted with new books and look for
interesting publications.

4) Join a reading club. Communication with peers who also love to read can be a great motivation.

5) Use modern technologies, such as e-books, audiobooks, and mobile apps, which make reading accessi-
ble anywhere and anytime.

So, reading is not only a means of acquiring knowledge, but also an opening to new worlds and opportu-
nities. It is not only useful, but also enjoyable and an investment in the future.
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READING AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE

How has reading changed? We've been reading a lot from screens lately, but it's a different kind of reading
than reading paper books. Professor Ann Mangen says that we «slide the screen and read diagonally». The
big problem is that people don't read enough fiction, even though fiction develops emotional intelligence.
However, they prefer non-fiction, encyclopaedias, so as not to «waste money».

Reading is a slow form of attention, unlike cartoons, short videos, etc. It's a short way to get into the flow:
it's important to develop the state of flow from childhood so that the child can fully immerse himself in the
activity, it's good for the child's development.

Nowadays, people are distracted a lot, and reading can prevent this. Reading is a tool for developing
imagination and creativity; a tool for developing empathy. It is also a habit of concentration and enjoyment.
After cartoons, it is difficult to switch to reading, so you need to have intermediate activities, such as
exercise. This is a safe way to talk through traumatic events (but there should be an adult nearby who can
reassure and advise). When reading, the degree of tension is regulated, at which the psyche filters what will
not be too traumatic for it. Reading is about creating a space of emotional intimacy.

Emotional intelligence is a group of mental abilities that are involved in the awareness and understanding of
one’s own emotions and the emotions of others. In society, the behaviour of people with high emotional
intelligence is more adaptive and they achieve their goals more easily in interaction with others. Therefore,
it is very important for a child to be able to talk about their feelings and be aware of them. This means that
adults should also be able to talk about their feelings.

«Fiction is like a gym for empathy» (Johan Gary). For children, it is the safest possible gym, where the child
can choose the load according to his or her readiness.

The lesson «Colours of My Emotions» was designed to teach children to develop the ability to listen to a text
and recognise emotions in it, discuss what they hear, look for parallels between the emotions of the charac-
ters and their own, and develop their artistic taste. During these lessons, children enrich their knowledge of
the world of emotions, draw the emotions of their day, analyse and, if they wish, discuss the situations that
caused these emotions. After the lesson, they are asked to write a story about the specks of their emotions.
The children choose the colour and shape of their feelings because each child is a unique person.

«The Story of the Refugee Squirrels» is a story about the experience of refugee. The story of how to help
children adapt and find the strength to support them. Creating therapeutic fairy tales with orphans in war is
effective. With younger children, we create resource fairy tales, and with teenagers, we write essays.
Creating a hero, the children felt safe because they were not writing on their own behalf. You can also talk
about the trauma of war based on the book My Forced Holidays, a diary of a child who lives through a
«forced holiday». At the end, there are exercises to help cope with stress. One of them is called «Self-hug»
to help the child understand that he or she is always there. The book helps to develop empathy in children
abroad — not Ukrainian children, but foreigners understand what refugee children lived through. Books help
reduce children’s loneliness.

Very often adults are not ready to talk about the war, but children need to. Therefore, it is necessary to
maintain a balance between truth and support. Adults and teachers need to know the situation in families,
focusing on traumatic events.

«The Chest» is a book about the Holodomor, where tragic moments are described in a safe way for children.



The lesson based on this book is called «The Chest of Memory and Strength». We emphasise the fact that
our ancestors survived, which means they won. We dose information according to age, avoid gruesome
details and use art therapy. It is worth explaining that «people ate people» not by choice. In the end, the
children draw their own Chests, where they «put» visible treasures (toys, flag, borsch, varenyky, etc.) and
invisible treasures (love for their mother, peace, victory, etc.).

«The Stove» is a post-war reconstruction about the Second World War and how to rebuild your world after
destruction.

«Our Teenage Space is about developing emotional intelligence in family relationships and everyday life. The
book is about everyday situations, the development of imagination and the development of emotional
intelligence.

«Christmas and My 12 Grandmothers» is a book that helps children preserve their national identity. The
books «Stories of the Brave Men from Horishkovi Plavni» and «Stories of Friends from Horishkovi Plavni» are
particularly relevant. In the former, the animals learn to recognise their fears, while in the latter they learn to
be tolerant of each other. After each story, there are tips for children and adults on how to deal with fear.

While reading, you should watch the children’s reactions. Material objects can be the embodiment of
support for a child. The way to reduce the worries of highly sensitive children is to talk them through, to dose
information, and to orientate children towards the future.

So, children need to see their future in Ukraine, so we need to show our country as a place of hope and
fulfilment. It is important to listen to emotional needs (your own and children’s), and a book is a good
mediator to talk about feelings.
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FORMATION OF READER' S PREFERENCES:
BASIS AND SPECIFIC ASPECTS

From simple stories to complex, challenging topics, each age has its own best book. Offer books that match
the interests and development of each age range. From magical fairy tales for younger children to world
classics for teenagers, there are plenty of options.

A reading diary is a tool that helps develop analytical reading skills. Taking notes from books, discussing
them with others, and reflecting on them helps children and teenagers develop their thinking skills.

Consequently, encouraging children and adolescents to read is an open door to successful development.
With the right methods and tools, we can create the conditions for books to become an integral part of every
young reader’s life.

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I would also like to share a few secrets of Waldorf pedagogy. Waldorf pedagogy does not use pressure
to make children read. Learning to read starts later than in ordinary schools. Each letter is given a lot of
attention and its own story. The teacher writes short stories, which the children write down and then
read. Teachers also tell a lot of stories and recite poetry. Reading is born out of oral speech.

In summary, encouraging reading is a process that takes time, patience and love. There is no magic
wand that will make children read, but you can create an atmosphere in which reading is enjoyable and
interesting.
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WHICH LANGUAGE TO READ TO A CHILD ABROAD?

Head of the culture, history and languages section of the
Association of Psychosocial Support for Children and Families, lives
in Czech Republic.

Ukrainian parents, who together with their children find themselves in an extraordinary situation with
education and adaptation, solve this issue individually. There are several influencing factors, including the
age of the child, the number of children in the family, the workload of parents, and the parallel continuation
of education in a Ukrainian school. However, | will try to share my own experience and thoughts on this
matter.

The first — and most important — is when parents send their child to school (and stop reading with them —
if they read together at all), removing responsibility for access to knowledge and information search. In any
country of temporary protection, as far as is known, this automatically means the transition to the formation
of a new civic consciousness. Listen to how much our schoolchildren already know, for example, Czech
«kréle» a «krdlovny» — and then ask about the Kiev princes.

And when a child in Ukraine did not go to school at all and does not even know what his native alphabet
looks like, then every month without reading in his native language is every new step towards the transfor-
mation of the child’s linguistic personality into a foreign one. A huge step. Without immersion, at least
temporarily, 1-2 times a week, in a Ukrainian book, we, simply put, lose our little Ukrainian. Who turns (accor-
ding to the way and language of thinking) into a Czech, a Pole, or a Briton, or a German. Of course, little by
little. But in two years, the distance from the previous consciousness is impressive. This is especially felt in
elementary school age. For these children, a quarter or a fifth of their life was spent in a foreign language
environment. And with each semester at school, this part increases.

In Ukraine, since 2013, | have conducted various literary studies, created an author's literature study
program for two private educational institutions, helped novice authors with text construction. And when |
was in the Czech Republic, | had to return to simpler tools: what did we read about? do you understand this
word? can you retell?

A year ago, in one of the city districts of Ostrava, book meetings for Ukrainian families were started, which
were attended by individuals. In the summer, they were replaced by screenings of Ukrainian cartoons and
films from the program of the children’s film festival Children Kinofest. It was then that new acquaintances
and the creation of new connections, and prospects for at least some kind of extracurricular education in the
language that the child studied before the forced relocation began.

Schools and libraries are centers of everyday, basic culture and communication between all participants of
the educational process in the homeland. At first, when Ukrainians came en masse to the Czech Republic,
language courses became such centers. But still, they are determined to integrate into Czech society and
strengthen the relevant language skills (although still on some courses you can find books in Ukrainian for
young and adult readers).

So, it's no surprise that we eventually started to build our own community, without relying on any local
agency — although certainly with strong support from the city's education department at first. The founda-
tion of a library of Ukrainian books was created (now there are about 60 of them), the exchange of books
between families in Ostrava, as well as joint readings, began. Parents and children bring books, exchange
and discuss what they have read.

At film meetings and joint reading of books, children meet their peers, with whom they do not have contact
on ordinary days. These meetings help maintain a minimum level of native language proficiency and build
new friendships between participants of different ages.

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MOTIVATION AND LEARNING GAMES IN READING
FOR GENERATION ALPHA

Expert on reading for younger students; methodolo-
gist of the speed—reading school «KVIKI!».

In a world where technology is changing rapidly and the impact of the digital age is becoming increasingly
visible, there is an urgent need to understand how these changes affect children’s reading habits and
motivation.

Australian demographer Mark McCrindle introduced a new definition — Generation Alpha. It refers to
children born after 2010 (until 2025). Generation Alpha, which includes children born in the digital age, face
different situations that may affect their reading habits and motivation to read books.

To understand this problem, it is necessary to consider the dynamics of the modern world, where the
Internet, social networks and other digital resources compete for children’'s attention. In this context,
motivating kids to read books becomes a more difficult task. However, this problem is even more important
because reading games are key role in the development of thinking, imagination, and language skills.

In this article, we will analyze modern approaches to motivating children of Generation Alpha to read,
consider innovative methods that help to get kids interested in literature and create a solid foundation for the
development of reading skills in the future.

Let's take a look at the advantages and disadvantages of Alpha children — this will help us understand them
better and find the right approach to this generation. One of their positive traits is their speed of perception.
Algorithms constantly force them to click, scroll, and swipe at breakneck speed. Also relevant is life in
several dimensions — the line between real life and the virtual world has been erased. These children use
technology everywhere — for learning, traveling, recreation, and entertainment. Virtual reality is a full—fled-
ged extension of their biological life. Children of Generation Alpha are also multifunctional, open—minded,
tolerant, and friendly to others.

The disadvantages of this generation are manifested in their dependence on technology. Alphas will feel
bored and anxious without the usual smartphone in their pocket. Changing professions, hobbies, and social
statuses, Generation Alpha can become too superficial. Alpha children will easily change friends, places of
work and residence, avoiding attachment. Over time, members of Generation Alpha will write less and worse
by hand, lose the ability to learn information by heart — in any case, they will make more effort than their
ancestors.

Before reading, it is very important to communicate with the student, to ensure contact and engagement in
the learning process. Getting a student to connect before reading with pleasure and desire is a task that
requires taking into account the individual characteristics of each student and using approaches that
stimulate interest.

So, we will share our experience of implementing gamification and game motivation in the learning process
at our school. We pay special attention to getting closer to the universe of modern children: we have a
learning platform with interactive educational games that help to diversify reading exercises. Each child
enters our platform as if it were a game, with their own login and password, and learns in real time. We have
also introduced a cat character as an element of gamification. The student takes care of him or her.
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A special currency is used to motivate you to
complete the exercises. Money is credited for
completing lessons and reading homework.
For timely submission of lessons and
homework, the amount is higher, and for late
submission for review, the amount is lower.
Each child has the opportunity to manage their
money at their own discretion and thus
improve their financial skills. With these funds,

a student can buy clothes and accessories for their student on the platform (Pic. 1). If it's a group class, you
can organize a fashion show at the end of the course for all participants.

We also use the element of completing a quest in the learning process. Our learning world is represented by
amap with virtual fairy-tale worlds that a child enters according to his or her reading level (Pic. 2). In this way,
the student sees at what stage of learning he or she is, what options are available, and what to strive for in
the future.

The next step in motivation is completing Pic. 2
quests. Throughout the course of study, we
have hidden pieces of history. The student
searches for them, recalls them every time and
predicts what might happen next. In this way, in
addition to reading, visual and auditory
memory, speech development, thinking, and
predicting the end of the story work.

The selection of children's literature can be
considered as a separate item. Selecting
books for children of different ages is an

important process that requires attention to their interests, developmental level, and needs. A child often
chooses not a book, but the mood in a children’s book. For them, the main thing is the impression. They also
pay attention to the visuals of the book. Information is perceived superficially, in a clip, so in order to start
reading a book, the topic and form must intrigue or surprise the young reader.

The main components of reading are not only the speed of the words read. It is worth working on this
process in a comprehensive manner: in the classroom, use exercises to develop memory, logic, concentra-
tion, and reading comprehension. In the classroom, you can use Schulte’s signs (for concentration), interac-
tive anagram words, word printing exercises, dynamic reading in three columns, moving «herringbone
reading» or «around the circle», exercises in which you need to match the picture and the inscription. The
well-known card games «Memori» and «Doble» can be transferred to an interactive format and thus
continue to develop attention. For the youngest, the reading process can be accompanied by drawing
characters in the task fields (Pic. 3).

Learning exercises are also effective that are similar to flash games or mobile games — when you have to

Pic. 3 read a riddle and find the answer by performing
certain game movements (searching, driving,
flying, running to the selected word). Children
want learning to be a dynamic form of play,
where something is clicked, changed, transfor-
med online.

Modern children love a challenge, a game,
dynamics, and quick results. Therefore, during
active recreation, in school camps, you can
conduct a reading quest: make tasks with
exercises on attention, logic, memory, reading




comprehension, anagram words, texts and other educational exercises; draw a map of stations, tell a
fascinating backstory to immerse children in the game and that's it — children are ready for adventures.

So, to motivate a child to read, you need to immerse them in a fairy tale story, use modern technologies
familiar to them, such as virtual reality or augmented reality. This can encourage children to read the book
to get more information about the characters and events. It can also create convenient conditions for
sharing impressions of what they have read.

An important component of success is an individual approach to each child, as everyone has their own
interests and preferences. Encouraging reading in today's children requires creative and innovative
approaches, but it can also bring huge rewards in the form of developing creativity, imagination and
language skills.
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As the name of our location already suggests, the first thing | want to focus on is to EASE THE TENSION
AROUND THIS TOPIC.

There is no need to panic: we should take a sober and pragmatic approach. Yes, today's children are reading
less, but... Was it really so good that we used to read everything? What of that literature remains in our
heads? Was all of it useful? Did anything we read traumatise us?

Also, | think we should never force reading or, even worse, use reading as a punishment. This will only
provoke resistance. Just like a ban on social media. It's better to calmly acknowledge the many advantages
of the Internet (ancient writers would have been happy to have them too). And then — just as calmly and
without fanaticism — to realise the benefits of reading.

In general, education by criticism — with the best of intentions, of course! — is an inertia of Soviet pedagogy.
It is the cutting off of wings. It's no accident that later on a child is afraid to ask questions, afraid to express
his or her opinion. The child is afraid of the book!

This leads to the next point: GET RID OF THE FALSE. That is, all this pathos like «A book teaches you how to
live in the world», «Those who read books will always rule those who watch TV», «A book is sacred», and so
on. Firstly, if we start teaching a modern child «how to live» now, he or she will send us far away and rightly
so, defending his or her personal space. Secondly, the book does not actually teach — it only offers us some
options from numerous models of behaviour. It simply expands our world and possibilities by showing us it
from different — often unexpected — angles. Just like those who read do not always rule, they will at least
elect those who read, and therefore think, to power.

| am against the sacralisation of books. Moreover, | would even say that a book is a commodity. We can
easily buy a toy for 300 hryvnias for a child that he or she can break the very first night, we can easily buy a
dress (even more expensive!) that we will never wear, so it is just as normal if we buy a book that is not really
«ours». Or we buy a book, read it once and give it to a neighbour. Some books will be read up to halfway
through and that will be enough. Some books will serve us as a good stand for a hot pot, some will help us
light a fire in difficult circumstances (the fly was mentioned in the title, but we won't actually kill anyone: we
will cover the fly with a cup, put a book under the cup, take our construction to the balcony or outside, and
just let the fly fly free, let it live). Of course, we are not talking about someone else’s book, for example, a
library book, etc.: it should be respected, just like any borrowed item.

And we will keep some books in our home library and re-read them.

So, I am against the hypocrisy that we impose on children by repeating hackneyed stereotypes that didn't
really work even in «our» youth. And children feel, oh, how they feel the falsity!

Hence the next point is important: TODAY'S CHILDREN ARE NEITHER STUPIDER NOR WORSE.

Today's generation likes to speak «laconically» and concisely, but is this a bad thing? Today's generation
prefers to live «on the chilli» rather than «suffer» and «do as much good as possible» as the older generation
did, and is this really a bad thing?

Of course, children and teenagers don't want to read because it's about something suffering, something
forced, something fake, something far from life, etc.
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And this generation is also traumatised by the war. Let's traumatise it with a book, showing it how stupid and
«wrongy it is! Or maybe it is better to motivate them with success, support, and praise? After all, we always
find the energy and time to do what we really love.

Hence the next and key point: READING AS A PLEASURE.

When parents read to their children in childhood, they do not require them to retell the story, get a grade for
what they have read, etc. It's just a union of the two: something intimate, something magical, something
cool. When | was working at school, and even now with students, | used to practice a kind of «intrigue»
reading: when | read a piece of a book for 15 minutes at the end of a lesson (lecture). The next time, in a
relaxed manner and without any «grading», my students and | recall the passage, discuss it, and read
another chapter or two. When we see that after several such «sessions» the students are interested in the
work, we can suddenly start reading another book.

Firstly, under such conditions, children have the opportunity to listen to the Artistic Word (where else do they
have such a pleasure?). Secondly, if at least one or two of them go looking for this book in the library
afterwards, it was not in vain. And how it brings you and your pupils closer together: just like in «family
reading»: you are experiencing common adventures and passions!

Also: let's enjoy the fragment, let's allow ourselves to start the book not from the beginning and not even
read it to the end. The easier and simpler we treat the book, the closer we will be to it (and it to us).

Finally — yes, yes — we will read it ourselves! When was the last time a child saw us with an open book in our
hands? Let's read aloud: personally, my daughters and | just get a kick out of such «family» re-reading of The
Fireplace Master or The Forest Song by Lesia Ukrainka, Flowers for Algernon by Daniel Keyes or Anne of
Green Gables by Lucy Maud Montgomery. It may not happen often (or maybe it doesn't need to?), but it is
always a holiday. Of course, this should happen from the earliest age: we should take our child by the hand
(by the ears, by the diaper!), sit on our lap, open a beautiful fragrant book in front of him or her and read! The
payoff will come soon: the child has already responded very imaginatively and poetically to the geese flying
to the whirlpool, made a witty joke, etc.

Even if there are some boring moments (and let's face it, they do happen in books!), it's so much fun and
amusing to criticise them «for company» and then track the «gap» in the text and wait: «will it work» or
«won't it work»?

Hence the next point: READ THE TEXTS «AGAINST THE Wool» (in literary theory, this is called the
deconstruction technique)!

Here | give some detailed advice on specific programme texts, such as: «What is wrong with the protagonist
of Marusya Churai by Lina Kostenko?», «What would Hryts Letyuchyi by Vasyl Stefanyk / Kateryna by
Shevchenko tell his psychologist?». And then there is the aesthetics of horror/ romanticism/ expressionism,
the beauty of the word, etc.

In the end, literature is about life, we live in a world of texts, and we should be able to «filter» them. Pleasure,
and only then — work.

The next key point is what will this work, or MOTIVATION, give us? Working on a book is good fitness for our
brains, the development of new neural connections, the prevention of Alzheimer's disease, and a source of
joy from small victories over ourselves. And it also enriches our vocabulary, which, with all due respect to
television and social media, can only be provided by a book. This knowledge and vocabulary can be used to
great effect on social media, helping us to make a good declaration of love or get a job in a cool company.

The book makes you beautiful, because an unintelligent person is only beautiful until he or she speaks, and
a bright, unconventional speech and reading skills will certainly add charm, effectiveness and charisma to
your appearance.

Therefore, instead of complaining and being afraid, maybe you should just relax and... let's start reading?

EDUCATION TRENDS 2024: READING AND NOT ONLY

Encouraging children and teenagers to read in the digital age may seem like a daunting task. However, by
understanding the current trends and needs of the younger generation, you can make reading not only
useful but also fun.

Trends that affect reading and more:

rejection of the hustle and bustle, happiness outside the mainstream: young people are looking for authen-
ticity and emotions, striving for personal development;

new types of consumers: nihilists who ignore traditional methods of influence and digital optimists who
are open to new hybrid solutions;

ecology, Al, new experiences: these topics are of interest to modern youth and can become an entry point
for engaging them in reading.
In view of the above, what approaches should be taken to motivate children and adolescents to read?

1) Recognise the objective reality that the world is changing rapidly, and this should be taken into account
when choosing methods of encouraging reading.

2) Develop reading literacy: teach children to perceive, analyse, use and evaluate information from texts.

3) Create hybrid solutions and interesting reading environments: organise book clubs, reading marathons,
quizzes, competitions, combine traditional methods with innovative ones, use online resources and gamifi-
cation.

4) Address topical issues: offer books that meet the interests of the younger generation, touch on the
environment, new technologies, and personal development.

5) Use different formats and social networks: offer audiobooks, e-books, comics, visual novels, create
interesting reader communities on Instagram, TikTok, YouTube.

6) Involve authors and influencers: organise meetings with writers, book bloggers, and online discussions.

Reading should be an enjoyable activity, without being forced. By understanding modern trends and the
needs of the younger generation, and using innovative methods, you can make reading not only useful but
also interesting for children and teenagers.

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READING MOTIVATION IN FOREIGN LANGUAGE
LEARNING: FROM THEORY TO PRACTICE

Reading is not only an essential skill for success in school and life, but also a source of knowledge, entertain-
ment and emotional development. Reading increases vocabulary and improves language skills. Reading
exposes children to different cultures and worldviews. Studies show that children who are read aloud to
have better cognitive development. Reading can also help teenagers better understand themselves and the
world around them.

| can offer the following practical tips for children and teenagers.
For children:
read aloud every day, from an early age;
create a cosy reading corner,
encourage children to choose books that interest them;
discuss what you read with your children;
make reading fun: play games related to books, organise a reading club.
For teenagers:
choose books that are appropriate for their age and interests;
do not force them to read, but encourage them;
be a role model — read yourself;
discuss what you read with your teenagers and share your thoughts;
recommend books you like to them.

Here is an example from my professional practice. | had experience working with a class of refugee children
from Ukraine. When working with them, | used adapted books: with simplified text and large print; | involved
children in active reading, namely: reading aloud in turns, «piano» (reading one sentence at a time), visualisa-
tion of what they read (pantomime), creative tasks. Combining reading with other activities, such as
watching films based on books, excursions related to the plot, also works well.

Thus, encouraging children and adolescents to read is an ongoing process that requires patience, effort and
creativity.

FAIRY TALE THERAPY AS A METHOD
OF DEVELOPING KID"S CREATIVITY

In the present-day world, where the speed of information flows is high, it is important to develop children’s
creativity from an early age. This is not only a fashion trend, but also a necessity, as creativity will help them
successfully solve problems, find non-standard ways out of difficult situations, generate new ideas and be
competitive in the future.

One of the most effective methods of developing kid's creativity is fairy tale therapy. Its roots go back
centuries, as fairy tales have always been used to educate and train children.

Fairy tale therapy is a method of psychotherapeutic influence that uses fairy tale plots, metaphors and
symbols to:

solving psychological problems;
personal development
improving the emotional state;
development of creativity.
The impact of fairy tale therapy on the development of creativity in children is to:

stimulating imagination and fantasy: fairy tales take a child to an imaginary world where he or she can
create and fantasise without restrictions;

developing out-of-the-box thinking: fairy tales challenge logic and make children look for non-standard
solutions;

emotional empathy: fairy tales allow a child to experience different emotions, which helps to improve
emotional intelligence and empathy;

development of moral values: fairy tales give an idea of good and evil, friendship, love, responsibility;

creativity: fairy tale therapy allows children to express themselves through drawing, modelling, and theatre
of fairy tales.

There are such mechanisms of fairy tale therapy's influence on the development of creativity in children as:
identification with fairy tale characters, because children learn to see different patterns of behaviour,
emotions and ways of solving problems; catharsis, as living the emotions of fairy tale characters helps a
child get rid of their own fears and experiences. Art therapy (drawing, modelling, fairy tale theatre) is also
effective, since it allows a child to express his or her feelings and thoughts, and play therapy, because games
based on fairy tales develop imagination, fantasy, speech and communication skills. You can read more
about these and other different options below.

Reading fairy tales. Reading fairy tales aloud with emotional colouring and using different voices for the
characters. Encourage the child to empathise with the characters, discuss the story, and emphasise moral
values. Use of interactive methods: puppet theatre, shadow theatre, flannelboard.

Creating fairy tales. Co-creating fairy tales with the child, encouraging him/her to invent new plots,
characters, and details. Using the Six Hats of Thinking method to develop different aspects of creativity.



Writing down the invented fairy tales, illustrating and staging them.

Art therapy. Drawing based on fairy tales, using various techniques and materials: modelling fairy tale
characters from plasticine, clay, salt dough; making theatre puppets, scenery, costumes; creating collages,
applications, comics based on fairy tales.

Game therapy. Games based on fairy tales aimed at developing imagination, thinking, speech, and commu-
nication skills. Role-playing games, where the child can try on different roles and experience different
emotions. Didactic games aimed at developing cognitive processes. Psychological games aimed at develo-
ping emotional intelligence, self-knowledge, empathy.

Other methods. Fairy tale therapy using sand, water, music, dance, shadow theatre. The use of fairy tale
metaphors and symbols to solve psychological problems. Integration of fairy tale therapy with other
methods of psychotherapy.

Thus, fairy tale therapy is an extremely effective method of developing creativity in children. Its various
methods (reading fairy tales, theatre, creating their own stories and discussing moral aspects) help to
stimulate children’s imagination, speech, thinking, emotional and social development.

Fairy tale therapy not only provides children with the opportunity to immerse themselves in the world of
fantasy and magic, but also develops their creative abilities, helping them to become more imaginative,
creative and emotionally balanced individuals.

Therefore, fairy tale therapy deserves attention as an important component of children’s personality
development and the formation of deep and sustainable skills of children’s creativity.

SIX WAYS TO MOTIVATE MILITARY CADETS TO READ

Every language teacher wishes his students could read, communicate fluently, and express their thoughts
as far as the main learning objective is the practical application of acquired knowledge.

The cadets of Kyiv Military Lyceum named after Ivan Bohun are the young people who will form the new
generation of the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Therefore they are the ones who will compose our future. Thus
the priority task in nowadays conditions is the formation of highly educated individuals. Reading is the tool
that will contribute to the development of intellectual and emotional qualities. And this can be achieved if the
reading needs of military students are developed properly. How can a philologist form these needs if the
interest for reading decreases, and the role and significance of reading among people is changing?

Firstly, be emotional. Remember that fiction as a form of art reveals the culture of feelings, evolves imagina-
tion, and develops the ability to understand a person's inner world. It is an important basis and means of
spiritual growth of a person, formation of artistic sense, evaluations, and ideals. For this purpose, at
Ukrainian literature lessons we talk about the emotions of the characters, model situations of our reality,
carry the heroes over to another world or era or send them to space. These activities develop creative
imagination and encourage students reading.

Secondly, draw parallels with the works of other authors or films. For example, analyzing the novel written by
Panas Myrnyi and Ivan Bilyk «Do oxen low when mangers are full?», we suggest reading Iryna Feofanova's
short stories «A Stranger Is One's Ownx»(«Chuzha—svoya—ridna») and compare the fates of the main
characters. This approach not only stimulates reading, but also activates thinking process. Due to this pupils
become more confident, prepared for any life challenges and understand other people in a better way.

Unfortunately, Ukraine is now living in a state of war. Modern poets and writers document all the grief, trials
and heroism that Ukrainians have to see during the Russian aggression in literary works on military topics.
Most of them will become an invaluable heritage for descendants as they tell about this cruel war. Such
stories always touch the soul, especially now, when it has become a part of our everyday life.

Thirdly, expand the boundaries of your own views, be creative, do not follow the standard pattern of analysis:
definition of the topic, concept and issues. There are up to five or six main theses in fiction which perform an
educational or developmental function. Therefore it is worth defining one or two aspects to focus on. Create
an advertisement, share your impressions on social networks, retell the content in three sentences, choose
the most interesting episode and write a mini-script, invite famous actors to play the main role, further the
story of any hero. These activities will encourage reading and incite interest in literature. There is no wonder
Albert Einstein said: «Education is what remains after one has forgotten what one has learned in school».
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You can encourage reading not only during literature lessons, but at any, particularly language lesson.
A teacher should be the main motivator, as well as his own example so that students understand that he is
not a subject matter specialist, but a multi-faceted personality. Teachers should become a united team that
is interested in students’ reading. After all, according to V. Sukhomlynskyi, the more complicated a pupil is,
the more reading he needs, as it teaches him to think and awakens the power of the mind.

But how to interest children at language lessons, especially at a time when electronic technologies are
everywhere? We suggest some effective tips.

Firstly, don't avoid reality, don't think that teenagers understand or feel nothing. Stories about war always
touch the soul, and especially now, when it has become part of our everyday life. Therefore, it is advisable to
use literature of war during language lessons. In particular, excerpts from Artem Chekh's work «Who are
you?»(«Khto ty takyi?»), and «The Cat, the Rooster & the Cupboard» («Kotyk, Pivnyk, Shafka») written by
Oleksandr Mykhed.

Secondly, remember that students live «<here and now», so it is possible to immerse them in non-fiction
literature, whereas it tells about real people, and the storyline of such works is based on real events. For
example, when studying a simple sentence, we work with an excerpt from George Samuel Clason's book
«The Richest Man in Babylon» or Sean McFate's «The New Rules of War: Victory in the Age of Durable
Disorder».

Thirdly, use students’ reading experience, appreciate their freedom of expression as a reaction to the book
they have read. Because students, as a rule, do not accept imposed patterns, they can grasp different
information at the same time and quickly switch their attention.

Apply these methods in a classroom, because teenagers are often eager to share their impressions.
Suggest them to create a book trailer, make a social network post, write an essay or a review.

Consequently, in order to organize productive cooperation with modern pupils in the process of learning
Ukrainian literature and language, it is necessary to take into account those features that differ them from
other generations: they do not like to read for a long time — give preference to small literary genres. They
assimilate information better through visual images — choose bright, interactive books with high-quality
printing etc. Students focus on functionality — arouse interest in fiction as a means of obtaining information.

STRENGTHENING READER" 5 LOOPHOLES AS AN IMPORTANT
OPTIC OF SELF-KNOWLEDGE AND SELF-AFFIRMATION

Reading is a great way to develop imagination and creativity in children and teenagers. In today's entertain-
ment market, games, videos and social media compete, but the ability to learn through books is an
extremely valuable skill to develop.

Here are some of my own tips on how to encourage your child to read.

1) Personal example. Your example is the best motivation for children. Show them that reading is not only
useful, but also interesting. Support your own reading activity and share your impressions of the books you
read.

2) Reading is a superpower. Emphasise that reading can make your child stronger, more educated, and able
to analyse the world around them.

3) A cosy place and some time. Create a cosy reading corner for your child where he or she can get deeper
into the book without any distractions. Set aside a specific time of day for reading so that this habit becomes
part of the daily schedule.

4) Reading as a performance, a game, an adventure, and a journey. Find books that will interest your child.
They can be either adventure or educational. Allow children to choose books on their own. Support their
own interests and tastes.

5) Reward. Praise your child for reading a book or achieving a reading goal. Give small rewards that will
encourage further reading.

6) Secret surprises and quests.Create fun reading challenges for your child. For example, you can organise
a quest to read a particular book with a surprise at the end.

7) Modern writers. Invite them, hold meetings. This may interest your child, encourage further reading and
writing of their own texts.

8) Book marathons with family members. Organise family reading evenings or marathons where everyone
can share their impressions of what they have read.

In conclusion: give children freedom of choice and create conditions for their passion for reading. The more
we show interest in the world of books, the more likely it is that our children will love reading too. Let's
develop a love of books in our children and open them to the world of invisible but infinitely interesting light
hidden in every book.
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
